Achieve the Performance Indicators (see outcomes 
page) in order to raise educational standards. This is 

considered a priority of the utmost importance.

• Making a more effective use of Performance Management in order to closely 
connect the school’s priorities with those of departments and individual 
teachers; 

• Using a wide variety of information about the previous attainments of pupils in 
order to set meaningful targets for school departments and individual pupils: 

• Including the opinion of pupils in the assessment process.

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Core Aim 3 – Part 1 

HEALTH, FREEDOM FROM ABUSE AND EXPLOITATION 

What is the Current Situation? 

A developed country like Wales with its long history of poverty and injustice to the working class will be fully 
aware of the importance of bearing and nurturing children into a society which is aware of the importance of 
a healthy population and an environment based on secure and positive nurture. The Welsh have been 
foremost in the campaign to provide warm and comfortable homes for working families, clean water in 
homes, a free National Health Service available to all, and legislation preventing the abuse and exploitation 
of children. It is therefore most appropriate that Core Aim 3 Health, Freedom from Abuse and Exploitation 
should be an essential element of the CYPP. This is the Core Aim that will emphasise the importance of 
Health, encouraging a preventative approach which will help to improve levels of health among Children 
and Young People.   

This is the Core Aim that will establish the basis for child protection, ensuring that no single child is forgotten 
or ignored by the system. This is the Core Aim that regards the Family as a central unit in society and aims 
to ensure that support services provided correspond to family needs.  It addresses the effect of Poverty on 
children and families, the impact of substance misuse on families, the effects of care and the effect illness 
and death has on individual children and young people in the family. This is the Core Aim that addresses 
the importance of Mental Health as well as physical health. 

The Table (Core Aim 3 – Who does what?) is followed by an outline of our desired aim (Core Aim 3 – What 
is being done?). We then state our Priorities, i.e. the issues we consider to be most important (Core Aim 3 – 
Priorities). Then to ascertain whether the County is fulfilling its promises there are tables stating outcomes 
or success indicators. 

But what of the context of Core Aim 3?  The health, social care and welfare of children and young people 
has a very broad scope, but without these essentials, the lives of children and young people would not only 
be incomplete but also, possibly, unbearable. In terms of Health, the CYPP will refer specifically to 
preventative measures such as the Food and Fitness Programme, the Prevention of Substance Misuse 
Programme, the Sex Education Programme, the Advice and Information Service on Health Issues and 
responsive approaches such as the CAMHS Tier 3 and 4 Programme and the Children in Hospital 
Programme. 

In the sphere of Social Care the CYPP will focus on Child Protection and the work of the Anglesey County 
Council Social Services Department in dealing with situations of abuse and identifying children in need. This 
will include the roles of the Local Safeguarding Children Board and the Corporate Parents and Children in 
Care Panel. In terms of welfare the Plan will refer to the work on Mental Health Tier 1 and 2, Counselling in 
Schools, the role of the Children’s Specialist Service, the contribution made by youth support services, the 
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plans for the most vulnerable children in society (See Page 99: Vulnerable Children) and the myriad 
services which help the individual to deal with complex aspects of life (including the extremely valuable 
contribution of the Voluntary Sector) In every part of this core aim you will find references to poverty and the 
clear link between poverty and ill health.

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What Do We Propose To Do? 

CA 3.1 Ynys Môn strives to ensure that all children and young people enjoy the best possible physical and 
mental, social and emotional health and that all steps are taken to free them from situations of 
violence, victimisation and exploitation. 

CA 3.2 The North West Wales NHS Trust is responsible  for assessing, arranging  a wide range of services 
to meet the long term health care needs of the children and young people of Ynys Môn and this 
includes primary care, hospital based acute and specialist services; rehabilitation, respite, 
equipment, transport and palliative care. The commissioning of these services is the responsibility 
of the  Ynys Môn Local Health Board.  This plan will include the main priorities of these services. 

CA 3.3 The Welsh Assembly Government wishes to promote better health and to reduce inequalities and 
Ynys Môn fully supports these aims.  This Plan will note the importance of preventative action when 
dealing with the health and welfare needs of children and young people and there will be cross 
references to the Health, Social Care and Well-Being Strategy and the priorities brought to the fore 
in that document.  Much emphasis will be placed on health education and the importance of good 
nutrition, fitness and healthy behaviour amongst young people. It is intended that the healthcare 
provision for vulnerable children and young people be more closely linked with their welfare and 
education needs and to this end the County proposes to establish a Common Assessment 
Framework (CAF) which will ensure that children and young people and their families will receive a 
higher standard of integration in the services they receive. 

CA 3.4 This Plan will incorporate the standards as described in the National Service Framework (NSF) and 
will focus on areas which require higher standards from this County (CAMHS, Children with 
disabilities) . The Plan will refer to the use of various media, e.g. Personal and Social Education 
lessons in schools, the Healthy Schools Scheme, the Food and Fitness plan and the Food for Life 
campaign in order to improve upon these standards. 

CA 3.5 Attention will be paid to Section 28 of the Children Act 2008 which lays the responsibility on the 
Local Authority, the Local Health Board, the NHS Trust, the Police, the Probation Service , the 
Youth Offending Team and the Prison Service to safeguard and promote the welfare of the children 
and young people in their care. 

CA 3.6  	This Plan relates to the statutory duties placed on the Local Authority (Children Acts 1989 and 
2004; Adoption and Children Act 2002, Children (Leaving Care) Act 2000; Carers and Disabled 
Children Act 2000).  These duties include: 

i) To have regard to the views of children and young people, parents, carers and other relevant 
people and agencies: 

ii) To co-operate with all Partners who are involved with a child; 
iii) Institute proceedings in the family court in order to safeguard children and promote their future care; 
iv) To put in place a Care Plan for the child or young person.  This Care Plan will meet their emotional, 

physical and educational needs and will be reviewed independently; 
v) To ensure arrangements are made and that services are accessible for complaints and advocacy; 
vi) To support children to live with their families and friends and in their communities; 
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vii) To appoint a corporate and elected member who will have a direct line of responsibility for children 
and young people; 

viii)To provide accommodation for children who cannot live with their families and in their communities: 
ix) To maintain a register of  children at risk of harm, disabled or Looked After; 
x) To ensure that in the planning, provision and commissioning of a range of services children and 

young people’s needs are assessed, neglect and abuse are prevented, family support is offered, 
accommodation is provided where appropriate (foster care and residential care), disabled children 
and their families are supported (including respite care) and young carers are supported.  Particular 
notice will taken of young carers who may become NEET because their role as carers continues 
post-16 and into adulthood. 

xi) To provide services for young people to assist their transition to independent living, including 
Leaving Care services, support for 16 and 17 year olds in need and services for disabled young 
people. 

xii) The Plan is cognizant of the statutory duties placed upon the NHS Trust, the Local Health Board, 
the Police, the Youth Justice Board and other statutory bodies 

CA 3.7 The Ynys Môn Children and Young People’s Partnership will continue to place the safeguarding of 
children as its main priority and will pay close heed to its statutory duties to: 

i) 	 Safeguard and promote the welfare of children who are in need and, so far as is consistent with that 
duty, to promote the upbringing of such children by their families by providing a range of 
appropriate services.  The Children and Young People’s Partnership will also take cognizance of 
those children who, through no fault of their own are affected by separation and loss and also those 
who live in households where a member of the family has committed a criminal offence and is 
undergoing a custodial sentence; 

ii) Make such enquiries as the Local Authority considers necessary to decide whether it should take 
any action to safeguard or promote a child’s welfare when it has been informed that a child within 
the County is the subject of an emergency protection order; is in police protection; if the Local 
Authority has cause to suspect that a child is suffering, or is likely to suffer, significant harm. 

iii) Provide support and services for children in need; 

iv) Promote the work of the established Ynys Môn Local Safeguarding Board and to recognise its 
special role as an independent body with the powers to challenge all organisations (including 
statutory bodies such as Departments of the Local Authority itself) that deal directly with children 
and young people or who prepare services for children and their families.  The Children and Young 
People’s Strategic Partnership will co-operate closely with the Local Safeguarding Board and there 
will be representation of the Board on the Partnership. 

v) Continue to provide a high standard adoption service and to monitor carefully the standards 
demonstrated by each adoption placement.  The same message will apply to the fostering service.  
A member of the Adoption and Fostering Group will be a full member of the Corporate Parent 
Panel. 

(See also Core Aim 6 – A Safe Home and Community) 
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CA 3.8 Mental Health problems and Mental Illness amongst children and young people are specialisms 
that require attention from this Plan.  Although specific figures for Ynys Môn are not available, the 
consistency of evidence strongly suggests that Ynys Môn follows the same patterns as shown in 
other areas and that approximately 20% of the County’s young people experience some form of 
Mental Health problem and that 10% of this cohort suffer from serious, profound and complex 
Mental Health difficulties. There is also evidence to show that such difficulties are accentuated 
when there is a history of drug taking (especially Cannabis) or imbibing alcohol. Of particular 
concern are those children who present with dual diagnosis (mental health and learning 
difficulties).It is quite probable that 49% of looked after children show some signs of Mental Health 
problems.(Reference See Appendix Section D) 

The main problems are: Insufficient training for Tier 1 workers; 

•	 Shortages in the CAMHS staffing structure;  
•	 Children with learning difficulties being excluded from schools; 
•	 Children with Eating Disorders; 
•	 Children and Young People who self-harm or attempt suicide; 
•	 Misuse of Substances and Alcohol; 
•	 Children with ADHD and ASD; 
•	 Children who are bullied; 
•	 Children who suffer bereavement. 

The County will try to give priority to the promotion of Tier 1 provision (following the 
recommendations made in ‘Everybody’s Business’); 

•	 The County will draw up protocols for referrals to the CAMHS service. 
•	 The County will extend its independent counselling service in the Secondary Schools (Part of Tier 1 

provision) 
•	 The County will draw up protocols for the re-integration into schools of children who have suffered 

long-term or chronic illness and who have not been able to access school in the normal manner. 
•	 The CAMHS targets are,as follows: 
•	 (i) The Local Health Boards (LHBs), acting on the advice of the Regional CAMHS Commissioning 

Networks, will commission a Specialist CAMHS Primary Mental Health Work Service to provide 
consultation, training and advice to professionals who deliver the functions of Tier 1 in the area. 
Emphasis will be placed on training on eating disorders and self harm amongst children and young 
people. 

(ii).  The LHBs will commission Specialist CAMHS, on the advice of Regional CAMHS 
 Commissioning Networks and put systems in place, to ensure that: All patients referred to Specialist 
 CAMHS are assessed and any intervention plans required are initiated within 16 weeks; All patients
 referred to Specialist CAMHS who have sustained low mood of 6 weeks or more duration and  
 suicidal ideation are assessed and any intervention plans required are initiated within 4 weeks; 
 Mental Health Advisers, who are drawn from the experienced specialist professional staff of
 Specialist CAMHS, are available to each Youth Offending Team. 
 (iii). Commissioners of Tier 4 services will ensure that children and young people referred for 

admission are assessed and admitted according to the following criteria: a) Those who are

account of their clinical needs are assessed for admission within 2 weeks from the date on which a 
written or electronic referral is dispatched and, if admission is considered necessary, it occurs 
within a further 2 weeks. b)  Those who are assessed by staff from a Specialist CAMHS, as 
requiring immediate admission to a psychiatric unit for adolescents on account of their clinical 
needs are assessed for admission within 12 hours of the time at which a written or electronic 
referral is dispatched or a telephonic referral is made and, if immediate admission is considered 
necessary, it occurs within a further 24 hours.  If non-immediate admission is agreed, it occurs 
within a further 2 weeks 

CA 3.9 The Oral and Dental Health of children in Ynys Môn bears a strong similarity to the situation in the 
rest of Wales.  At the present moment in time (2007-08) 47.6% of children have access to a dentist 
other than the Community Dental Service which is available to all. The target is to raise this 
percentage by 2011 to 50%.(Reference Appendix Section D).The Ynys Môn LHB , as part of its 
Local Oral Health action Plan, has instigated an Oral Health education programme. 

CA 3.10Obesity amongst young  people in Ynys Môn is a cause for concern and it has been estimated that 
18% of boys and 15% of girls are at the  moment in the pre-obesity stage.  (Reference Appendix 
Section D) This is recognised as a national cause for concern and much needs to be done to deal 
with the problem sensitively and to avoid children being bullied because of their eating habits.  Any 
solution to the problem must be associated with a programme of increasing fitness levels. The 
County will be drawing up a Food and Nutrition Strategy which will build on the preparatory work 
done by the Healthy Schools Scheme.  The County will also attempt to extend the ethos of the 
Healthy Schools Scheme to the pre-school sector and to introduce the idea of healthy food 
preparation for parents. 

CA 3.11There is a very clear body of evidence which shows the detrimental effect of alcohol on the lives of 
young people and figures released by North Wales Police suggest that alcohol plays a part in a 
high proportion of all recorded crimes in Ynys Môn.  A youth worker is to be appointed to work in 
the schools in order to strengthen the preventative programme. 

Smoking is a continuing problem and although the total number of smokers has decreased, there is 
still concern about the number of young people who smoke.  The body of evidence which links 
smoking with a whole range of potentially fatal medical conditions is now beyond dispute and the 
recent legislation banning smoking in public places has resulted in some decrease in tobacco sales 
but the changes in smoking patterns amongst young people is still a cause for concern.  The 
Tobacco Control Group set up by the Ynys Môn Health Alliance has been tasked with studying this 
problem and with drawing up a series of proposals on how the problem can be tackled. 

The treatment programmes for people dependent on illegal drugs will continue. 

CA 3.12During 2005 there were 125 abortions in Ynys Môn and 16 of these were carried out on young 
women under the age of 18. These are comparatively low figures as are the figures for teenage 
pregnancies.  This should not, however be an excuse for adopting a complacent attitude and there 
is a real need to extend the Project Lydia programme and the Cymorth Midwife programme in order 
to ensure the delivery of a consistent message in all parts of the County.  Ynys Môn will also look at 
the quality of information about Sex education available in schools and to consider the possibility of 
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targeting vulnerable groups of young people who are likely to be ‘high-risk. All young people will still 
receive a copy of the ‘Anlesey Little Book’ which contains contact details and information on all 
aspects of sex education. The ‘Jiwsi’ project which is a community programme aimed at the most 
vulnerable of young people will continue and the Health Alliance will work to develop a Condom 
Card (Reference Appendix Section D) 

The County is fully aware of Sexually Transmitted Infections (STI) and is concerned that 10% of 
young people in the 16-24 age range suffer from Chlamydia. A pilot programme testing the urine 
samples of teenage boys will be initiated in October 2008 with the aim of extending it as a full 
screening programme for the future. 

Attention will be given to the use made of GUM clinics and to the Family Planning service (FP 
Clinics held at both Amlwch and Holyhead).  The County will also look to initiate a multi-agency 
approach to the increasing problem of inappropriate sexual behaviour amongst some young 
people. 

CA 3.13 The Ynys Môn Children and Young People’s Partnership is very much aware of the importance of 
the family unit as the main method of bringing stability to the life of a child. A number of steps have been 
taken to protect this idea of a family unit (without attempting to define in detail the wide variety of possible 
family unit types): 
•	 A Children in Need Team has been created within the Social Services Department in order to limit 

the number of children taken into care. 
•	 Support for a ‘Hidden Harm’ programme which works with families where one or more adults are 

addicted to drugs or alcohol; 
•	 Establishing the Rural Family Service in order to offer direct support to families facing problems 

(child behaviour, poverty, health problems); 
•	 Adopting projects such as Flying Start and the parenting programmes in order to strengthen the 

family; 
•	 Offer a mediation service to young people who are in danger of becoming homeless because of 

family breakdown. 
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CA 3.14 THE MAIN PRIORITIES FOR CORE AIM 3 – HEALTH, FREEDOM FROM ABUSE AND EXPLOITATION

Children with 
disabilities and their families will find that their needs will be identified quicker and 

will be responded to in a more efficient manner. 

Priority 1B 

To improve the CAMHS service as delivered at the present time. This will involve a 
concerted effort to integrate Tier 1/Tier 2 services with the specialist CAMHS 

services at Tier 3/Tier 4 and implementing in full the recommendations of 
‘Everybody’s Business’. Children and Young People will find that a range of 

services will be in place to deal with their problems and that the stigma of mental ill-
health will be lifted.  

By 2011, there will be a measurable 
improvement in 80% of the Key Actions 

(as defined in the National Services 
Framework) where the County is, at the 
present moment in time, scoring lower 

than the national average. 

Priority 1C 

To strengthen the transition process  for Children in Need, children with disabilities 
and Looked After Children. This will focus on the three major transitions in the lives 
of children and young people – the transition from pre-school to primary school, the 
transition from primary school to secondary school and the transition from school to 
the world of employment, further/higher education and training. The Children and 

Young People will find that the process of transition will become far more seamless 
and that their wishes and concerns will be listened to and taken into account when 

decisions are being made prior to and during the transition process. 
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Priority 2 

To complete the set task of ensuring that all schools in the County are affiliated to 
the Healthy Schools Scheme and to investigate the possibilities of extending the 
scheme in order to include the pre-school sector. Also to introduce the Food and 
Fitness Programme and the Appetite  for Life programme to all the children and 

young people in Ynys Môn. 

To have affiliated 100% of the schools in 
Ynys Môn to the Healthy Schools 

Scheme by March 2009 and to attempt to

2011. 

Priority 3 

To establish a Common Assessment Framework (CAF) ,firstly as a small-scale pilot

For Healthy Lifestyles, Children and Young People will be provided with 
opportunities to improve their fitness, choose healthier diets, avoid illegal drugs, 
control alcohol intake, desist from smoking and have access to sound advice on a 
range of health related matters. 

If a Child or a Young Person has been diagnosed with a chronic condition then that 
child or young person will not be put at a disadvantage in terms of access to health 
care, living conditions, mobility or education provision. The priority of Inclusion will 

be an underlying theme throughout the Plan. 

The promotion of independence and sustainability is also an underlying theme and 
in the context of  Core Aim 3 it will mean the independence of children with 
disabilities (which will include children with sensory impairments and children with 
Autism Spectrum Disorder), the independence of Care Leavers, the independence 
of Young Carers – all of whom will gain special attention over the next three years. 

Also to pay particular attention to the Service Areas noted in the HSCWB that relate 
directly to children and young people. e. g. 

Tobacco Control, (This will be a preventative programme aimed at children and 
young people and will include WAG supported schemes) 

Alcohol and Substance Misuse (this will focus on preventative and treatment 
provision, the Hidden Harm agenda and the work on education programmes in 

schools and ante-natal programmes with those known to be substance and alcohol 
abusers), 

Sexual Health, 

Food and Nutrition,(This will involve, amongst a range of other initiatives, the

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Core Aim 4 – Part 1 

PLAY, SPORTS, LEISURE AND CULTURE 

What is the Current Situation? 

Until recently, Play, Sports, Leisure and Culture were considered by society to be insignificant activities or 
harmless diversions. Research has now woken us up to realise that such activities are essential for the 
health and development of children and young people.  Indeed, the view is that our children and young 
people must raise their levels of fitnes and participate in games and expressive art activities at a far higher 
level if we are to avoid severe deterioration in the future health of the population. Core Aim 4 links well, 
therefore, with a number of other core aims – e.g. with Core Aim 1 and its emphasis on Play in the 
Foundation Phase, with Core Aim 2 and the concept that Education means far more than subjects and skills 
at school and college, with Core Aim 3 and its emphasis on physical and mental health. Core Aim 4 will 
show how Ynys Môn is facing the challenge of stimulating the interest of children and young people in play 
and sports. Also how to encourage children and young people to use their leisure time more constructively 
and what part cultural societies are expected to play in the process of enriching the experiences of young 
people and encouraging them to take pride in that culture.   

The Table (Core Aim 4 – Who does what?) is followed by an outline of our desired aim (Core Aim 4 – What 
is being done?). We then state our priorities, i.e. the issues we consider to be most important (Core Aim 4 – 
Priorities). Then to ascertain whether the County is fulfilling its promises there are tables stating outcomes 
or success indicators. 

What then is the context of Core Aim 4?  Play for children is a very serious issue and it is through play that 
the child gains skills, learns to socialise with other children, and learns more about the world around us. The 
Plan will refer to the Foundation Period, to playing fields, the use of the natural environment to inspire play 
and the importance of developing a Play Strategy for the County.   

Play has always been of central interest to people and there is a rich tradition of sports clubs and societies 
in Ynys Môn. The Plan will also refer to these and suggest how that provision may be improved. 
The  Leisure Centres have played their part in the county by providing a range of leisure activities and the 
Plan will look at their future use. But there are other forms of leisure as well, and the Plan will be looking at 
the contibution made by Youth Services (Statutory and Voluntary) to the concept of leisure, as well as other 
opportunities which link to the youth support service. 

Ynys Môn has a rich and unique culture and we must always bear in mind the great contribution that culture 
makes ro the life and development of children and young people. Evidence shows that children and young 
people who take an interest in cultural activities are less likely to have problems relating to a lack of self 
image and lack of confidence (characteristics that can eventually lead to mental health problems). 

The Plan will take child poverty into consideration when we look at  Core Aim 4, especially in terms of 
transport in a rural area and in terms of costs of accessing various activities.

Who does what? 

The following Table representts an assessment of the current situation in respect of relevant aspects of Core Aim 4. It identifies the main partners 
and shows the spending pattern for the next 3 years.

Ynys Môn is eager to extend the use of the 
Coastal Path as an important leisure facility and to 
establish a series of safe cycling paths. The 
safety of community play areas has been 
identified as an issue requiring particular 
attention. 

There will also be an opportunity to extend 
outdoor activities as a means of improving fitness 
and encouraging co-operation amongst children 
and young people.

What Do We Propose To do? 

CA 4.1 Ynys Môn insists that all children and young people have access to the best possible play, sport, leisure and cultural activities and that such 
access is important in order to ensure good health and well-being  and also continue the long tradition of participation in such activities that has 
been  a characteristic of the young people of the County.  Ynys Môn has a rich bilingual culture and poth play and sports have always been a 
prominent facet of this culture.  The County is very much aware that some of these cultural activities are held in Gwynedd and that young people 
from Anglesey are likely to use that provision if suitable transport is available to those venues. 

CA 4.2 A range of establishments will be providing leisure facilities for children and young people – the Leisure Centres (and the suitability of these 
 centres will be the subject of scrutiny and a clear priority for this Plan during the period 2008-2011); the Youth Support Services and the 
Voluntary Sector (including local sports teams, Dragon Sports and the training opportunities for individual sports) and also, of course all the 
organisations and activities that support the cultural life of children and young people. 

CA 4.3 The Young People's Partnership shoulders the responsibility for the Youth Support Services and ensures that the youth of Ynys Môn have 
the entitlement to access play, sport, leisure, cultural, musical and artistic activities. 

CA 4.4 To state that Play is a serious matter is a truism and Ynys Môn regards the planning and the preparation of all aspects of Play as something 
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 which must be closely co-ordinated.  The County provides play opportunities on a number of different levels – communal play areas which are 
under the care of the Community Councils; Open Access Play which helps with provision during school holidays; the Play scheme for disabled 
youngsters; Play provision in the schools; provision put in place by the Breakfast Clubs and the After School Clubs; Training for Play Workers; 
Schemes such as the Foundation Phase and Flying Start; the Language and Play project; Outdoor Activities programme.  In each of these the 
Play provision is accessible to everyone and no child is excluded because of ability, language, race, gender or poverty. One of the main areas 
requiring attention in 2008-2011 (following publication of the Play Strategy) is the condition of community play areas. Two recent reports have 
underlined the poor condition of these plau areas and the situation cannot be ignored in future. The other important issue is family play, and 
parenting courses should emphasise the need for parents to know how to play with their children. 

CA 4.5 Ynys Môn accepts the recommendations made in the report Climbing Higher; The Next Steps and is taking positive steps to encourage 
children and young people to participate in extra-curricular sporting activities and to support the most talented of athletes.  The Authority is intent (at 
a future but as yet unspecified date)on inviting the internationally important Island Games to Ynys Môn and by doing so promote the talents of the 
children and young people of this County. 

CA 4.6 Ynys Môn Education Department accepts that each and every child and young person has a statutory righr to participate in school activities 
involving sports and creativity and that all schools follow the requirements of the National Curriculum. 

CA 4.7 Ynys Môn's Department of Education and Lifelong Learning offers a full library and museums service which is accessible from all parts of the 
County.

PARTICIPATION IN THE DECISION MAKING PROCESS  

What is the current situation? 

For far too long our society has considered children and young people to be second class citizens, making 
decisions on their behalf on the shaky premise that young people are not mature enough to contribute ro 
the discussion on services which affect their lives. Thankfully, such attitudes are shifting and we are taking 
positive steps to listen to the voices of children and young people. The Children and Young People’s Plan is 
the first opportunity to formalize the process of hearing those voices, and to set out our aspirations as a 
County to include children and young people in every part of our planning process and to show our 
willingness to listen to their views. And we must always remember that the process of listening should 
encompass all sectors of society – people with disablilities, the excluded, the offenders, the disadvantaged 
and those suffering the effects of poverty, those from different ethnic or religious backgrounds. In a word, 
participation implies inclusion, otherwise it has no meaning.  But before we place this Core Aim in context, 
perhaps we should explain how we have set out this section of the Plan. 

Following the Table (Core Aim 5 – Who Does What?) there is a section stating what we hope to achieve 
(Core Aim 5 – What is Being Done?). We then state our priorities, i.e. the issues we consider to be most 
important (Core Aim 5 – Priorities). Then to ascertain whether the County is fulfilling its promises there are 
tables stating outcomes or success indicators. 

But what of the background to Core Aim 5? 

There are four main aspects of this Section of the Plan: 

•	 Children and Young People participating in meaningful descision making processes on issues affecting 
their lives; 

•	 Children and Young People being aware of their rights and knowing how to access them; 
•	 Children and Young People being appreciated and respected as full members of society; 
•	 Children and Young People being able to express freeely their cultual and racial identity.  
•	 Ynys Môn will build upon the intitial work already carried out by the Schools Councils and Area Fora, 

and will include children and young people in the consultation process. This will extend into the work of 
the 14-19 Network. 

•	 The task of disseminating information on the Ten Entitlements will continue and National Standards on 
Participation will be adopted. 

•	 The process of establishing advocacy arrangements will be progressed and we shall continue the 
practice of rewarding children and young people for their sucessses and contributions. 

•	 The work and effortsof children and young people outside the school environment will be recognised 
and accredited. 
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•	 Children and young people will be encouraged to use the Welsh language in an extensive range of 
situations and positive steps will be taken to integrate children and young people from other linguistic 
backgrounds.

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What do we propose to do? 

CA 5.1 In respect of the voice of children and young people themselves  this is possibly the most far 
reaching of the seven Core Aims. For far too long services for children and young people have been 
planned and discussed and agreed upon by adults and the recipients of that service have had no say 
whatsoever.  Ynys Môn, in line with the decision made by the Welsh Assembly Government fully 
endorses the UN Convention on the Rights of the Child  (Articles 12, 13, 14, 15, 22, 30) and actively 
welcomes the input of children and young people into the process of planning for services. The 
descriptor drawn up by young people themselves is accepted as the basic premise on which the 
county's relationship with its children and young people will be based.  

Participation means that it is my right to be involved in making decisions or planning or reviewing 
any action that might affect me.  Having a voice: Having a choice.

     Partnership is eager to adopt the 14-19 Network which defines the following 4 categories of
 ‘participants’;

      Children and young people in schools only; 
      Young people in college; 
     Young people receiving training or in employment; 
     Young people excluded educationally or socially. 

CA 5.2 In order to ensure that the voice of the child or the voice of the young person is heard, the Ynys 
Môn Children and Young People's Partnership has put in place a participation project called 'Llais Ni' 
and has insisted that this be organised by a third party agency.  This give the Llais Ni Officer a degree 
of independence and allows the children and young people to speak openly about issues.  They are not 
hindered by the thought that their opinions will be discounted because the officer is a co-worker of the 
people who run the services that are being discussed. 

CA 5.3 This Partnership has not only set up the Participation Project but it has also played a vital role in 
establishing and supporting the School Councils that are now a feature of every primary and secondary 
school. It has held every meeting of the Young People's Partnership for the last 18 months in schools 
and colleges and has insisted that a representation of the school council has been present and taking 
part in all discussions and has also founded an annual two day Gwyl Plant which sees well over 1200 
youngsters of all ages and from all parts of the County being bussed to a central location and where the 
Ten Entitlements play a prominent part.  These innovative arrangementsare to be continued. 

CA 5.4 The Llais Ni participation officer has established two local fora (one for children and one for 
young people) and is in the process of democratically voting representatives onto a County forum.  This 
grouping will will produce representation for Funky Dragon and will work closely with the specific 
participation group called together on the behest of the 14-19 Learning Network and made up of young 
people from all the secondary schools councils. This specific group will advise the 14-19 Network on 
any proposed post -14 curricular and educational changes.  The main fora will be made up of a cross 
section of children and young people who will report on a variety of matters including consultations and 
long term plans.  Both the fora and the specific participation group will use the Welsh language 
extensively in all their proceedings. 

CA 5.5 The Ynys Môn Children and Young People's Partnership is fully committed to the idea of 
providing an universal Advocacy Service.  The most vulnerable children and young people already 
have access to such a service through the Social Services Department of Ynys Môn County Council 
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but it is agreed that other young people (or, possibly the same young people facing different 
circumstances) would benefit from an extended advocacy service involving Health, Education and other 
key services.  This has been recognised as a priority.

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Core Aim 6 – Part 1 

A SAFE HOME AND COMMUNITY 

What is the current situation? 

The needs of children and young people cannot be discussed without also considering their communities 
and the kind of society which influences them. Research evidence shows clearly that a firm, safe 
background is far more likely to have a positive influence on children and young people, equipping them to 
deal more easily with life issues. A civilised society protects its children, acceps them unconditionally and 
sets clear guidelines for their future development. Every county and every area is different and we must 
remember that it is the safe homes and communities of Ynys Môn we are focusing on here, and we should 
refrain from generalising on the basis of tales from other areas. Core Aim 4 will show how Ynys Môn will 
face the challenge of retaining the better elements of a traditional way of life which establish values and a 
foundation for young people whilst also facing up to the complex requirements of modern society.   

The following Table  (Core Aim 6 – Who does what?) is followed by an outline of what we hope to achieve 
(Core Aim 6 – What is being done?). We then state our main priorities (Core Aim 6 – Priorities). To show 
whether the county is delivering on its promises the tables show the outcomes or achievement indicators. 

But what of the context of Core Aim 6?  Safety means different things to different people. In this context 
there are three meanings to the word: 

•	 Community Safety, including the work of the Police, the Fire Service and all the ways we deal with 
crime and criminality. 

•	 The safety of children in their own homes, including issues of domestic violence, ‘secret harm’ and 
homeless families and young people. 

•	 Protecting children from injury in the home, in the community and on the roads.  

This Core Aim will encompass the work of of the Community Safety Partnership as well as that of the Local 
Child Protection Board and leads naturally to the work  of the individual agencies working in the each of the 
safety categories defined above. 
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Core Aim 6 – Part 2 

What is the present situation? 

This Table analyses the present situation apropos Core Aim 6 . It notes the main Partners and shows the pattern of funding over the next three years.

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What Do We Propose To Do? 

CA 6.1 Members of the Ynys Môn Children and Young People Strategic Partnership accept and recognise 
Articles 9, 11, 16, 23, 33 of the UN Convention on the Rights of the Child and will attempt, in all 
possible ways to ensure that every child and young person has a safe home and a community that 
supports physical and emotional wellbeing.  This Core Aim takes note of children and young people 
not only (in a small number of cases,) being perpetrators of crime but also, in an increasing number 
of cases, being the victims of criminal acts.  This Core Aim of the Children and Young People’s 
Plan also recognises that the perception of crime, as noted from the point of view of older people 
does not correspond with the reality of the situation in Ynys Môn and that the level of crime 
involving children and young people in the County is relatively low. 

CA 6.2  	Ynys Môn Community Safety Partnership facilitates key services to protect children and young 
people from crime and the effects of criminal behaviour.  The Partnership accepts the responsibility 
under the Crime and Disorder Act 1998 (as amended by the Police Reform Act 2002) to work with 
other local agencies and organisations to develop and implement strategies to tackle crime and 
disorder including anti-social behaviour. The Partnership also follows the legislation and 
contributes towards formulating a Local Youth Justice Plan and the Substance Misuse Action Plan. 
Some important work on Community Safety is also being undertaken by the Community First 
Partnerships. 

CA 6.3 A strong relationship has been established between the Community Safety Partnership and the 
Local Safeguarding Children’s Board to enable child protection and substance misuse referrals to 
be made in relevant cases and, more generally, to ensure co-ordination of assessment and 
support. 

CA 6.4 The Community Safety Partnership co-ordinates the work of the Domestic Abuse Forum and leads 
with ensuring that all the relevant agencies keep to the recommendations of the strategy for tackling 
domestic abuse:  The All- Wales National Strategy – a joint agency approach in dealing with 
Domestic Abuse. 

CA 6.5 The Community Safety Partnership and the Children and Young People Strategic Partnership work 
closely with the Youth Justice Board and the Ynys Môn and Gwynedd Youth Crimes Team in order 
to reduce crime amongst young people and to identify the needs of those who have offended or are 
at risk of offending.  The Youth Justice Service and Careers Wales are also heavily involved with 
the rehabilitation of young offenders as they return to their communities.  This point has relevance 
to the education and training provision of returning offenders (See Core Aim 2) 

CA 6.6 In preparing this plan the Ynys Môn and Gwynedd Youth Justice Service and the Young People 
Strategic Partnership work closely together and it is aligned to the Gwynedd and Ynys Môn Youth 
Justice Plan 2007-2008 and forward to 2008-09.  The aim is to set up arrangements that would stop 
any person offending and support those who have corrected their lifestyles in order to stop them re-
offending.  The County is also looking into the possibility of establishing a parenting course for 
Young People/Teenagers in order to break the cycle of recurring problems. 

CA 6.7 The Ynys Môn Homelessness Officer is a member of the Young People’s Partnership and the YPP 
Co-ordinator is a member of the Homelessness Forum. Such arrangement ensures the consistency 
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of response and enables the County to conform to the requirements of the National Housing 
Strategy ‘Better Homes for People in Wales’.  Special attention is given to homeless families with 
dependent children, young people who leave care, young people under 21 at risk of financial or 
sexual exploitation and all young people under 18.  The issue of temporary accommodation for 
homeless young people is also being investigated.  This is recognised as a Poverty issue and, 
furthermore, as a rural poverty issue because of low earnings and high property prices in the area.  
The possible imminent closure of the two main industrial employers in Ynys Môn could see a 
worsening in this homelessness situation.  The County is also very much aware that the housing 
needs of young people must be appropriate and accessible – which creates added problems in a 
rural envrironment.

NOT DISADVANTAGED DUE TO POVERTY  

What is the current situation? 

Throughout this plan we have tried to emphasise the message of raising standards – raising the standard of 
services and raising the self-image and self confidence of children and young people in Ynys Môn. The one 
great barrier is a word which has characterised life on Anglesey for centuries, and that word is 
Impoverishment. Impoverishment can obstruct the opportunities available for children to achieve their 
potential. It restricts people to one single area and prevents them from travelling to access services. It 
restricts those services themselves; it degrades people and destroys self respect. If this scheme is to 
succeed, the issue of impoverishment must be faced and methods of overcoming it must be found.  

Poverty can be defined in a number of ways: 

•	 Income Poverty (average income in Anglesey is amongst the lowest iof any county in the UK), 
•	 Participation Poverty (Income Poverty reduces people’s ability and desire to contribute to society), 
•	 Impoverishment of Services (the costs of maintaining services in a rural area are higher than the 

corresponding costs in an urban area, but the income of service providers is lower due to the low 
incomes of residents). 

The Table  (Core Aim 7 – Who does what?) is followed by an outline of our desired aim (Core Aim 7 – What 
is being done?). We then state our priorities, i.e. the issues we consider to be most important (Core Aim 7 – 
Priorities). Then to ascertain whether the County is fulfilling its promises there are tables stating outcomes 
or success indicators. 

But what of Core Aim 7 in the document ‘Action on Child Poverty’ (WAG)? The Assembly is committed to 
abolish child poverty by 2020 and halve it by 2010. In view of the fact that one in four children in Wales (and 
a similar ratio in Ynys Môn but with pockets of disadvantage which sees this poverty figure rise to 80%) live 
in homes with an income lower than 60 per cent of the mean for 1998-99, it is clear that this is a challenging 
aim 

The Children and Young People’s Plan states priorities at County level and these are listed below. As a 
County we are prepared to use Cymorth and Dechrau’n Deg funding to target child poverty, and Genesis II 
will contribute to the idea of encouraging more people back into the job market. We are also proactive in 
providing a Credit Union, Free School Meals, School Uniform Grants, and grants for the Nursery Sector to 
alleviate the cost of childcare. Excellent work is being undertaken in Community First areas to deal with the 
realities of impoverishment and regular initiatives are undertaken to disseminate information on benefits 
available from central government. The County will go one step further by formulating a joint agreement on 
child poverty to ensure that each partner commits to the Agreement by signing up to show their willingness 
to work together to achieve the aim.

CA7.1 	 Reducing Poverty is an aim in itself but in order to successfully deal with some aspects of Poverty 
we need to pay attention to what was noted in the other core aims.  Ynys Môn recognises this and 
is working within the guidelines of the Assembly Government’s Child Poverty Strategy.  It is 
accepted that Poverty means much more than financial Poverty and so this plan will not only be 
referring to income Poverty but also to Participation Poverty and Service Poverty. 

CA7.2 	 The Ynys Môn Children and Young People Strategic Partnership is adopting the document 
‘Eradicating Child Poverty in Wales – Measuring Success’ and accepts the principle of meeting 
milestones by 2010 and targets to be met by 2020. 

CA7.3 	 As regards Income Poverty, the County is providing a number of opportunities in order to support 
the most disadvantaged – School Uniform Grant; Cymorth and Sure Start Projects; Child Care 
Plans; specific financial support from the Social Services Department; Free School Meals Plan in 
the schools; Communities First Projects; Free Swimming at the Leisure Centres during school 
holidays; Providing information about benefits through different media. 

CA7.4 	 As regards Participation Poverty, the County (through the Children and Young People’s Strategic 
Partnership) is implementing a strategy of participation and inclusion.  The plans for 2008 – 2011 
will be based on these foundations. 

CA7.5 	 As regards Service Poverty, the County is very aware that the size of the population, with a large 
majority of that population growing older, the rural nature of the County, transport costs, lack of 
money for providing the necessary infra-structure, uncertainty about the employment pattern in 
future and the growing demand  for more specialist services, all put quite heavy pressure on 
present services and although all the Partners are united in wanting to offer the best quality 
possible to children and young people, the above problems make it all more difficult. Although 
aware of these challenges, this Plan is fully committed to improving the situation and , by the end of 
the period of application of this first Plan to have halved the number of children in poverty from the 
baseline figure of 1997. 

CA 7.6 The matters that concern Income Poverty, Participation Poverty and Services Poverty all appear 
amongst the previous 6 Core Aims but there are priorities which can be identified and these are 
listed in CA 7.7 and CA 7.8 below..  More attention should also be paid to the chapters of the plan 
that are concerned with special groups of vulnerable children and that summarise the comments 
made under the Core Aims sub-titles. These designated groups contain details of the problems that 
beset children and young people but it is quite apparent that such problems although not caused by 
poverty are certainly exacerbated  in family situations where poverty is a factor. 
– Children In Care 
– Disabled Children and Children with Extra Needs 
– Children from Minority Ethnic Groups and Asylum Seekers/Refugees  
– Vulnerable Children and those that need to be safeguarded.

Priorities Outline MEASURABLE OUTCOMES 

Priority 1 

To draw up and implement a rigorous Joint Agreement on 
Child Poverty and to ensure that all Statutory Agencies and 
Public Bodies working in Ynys Môn are signatories to this 

Agreement and that each and every one of these Agencies 
and Public Bodies can demonstrate their commitment to 

eradicating Child Poverty. 

All Statutory Agencies and Public Bodies working in Ynys Môn to 
have concurred on the wording of a Joint Agreement on Child 

Poverty by May 2009 and all Agencies and Public Bodies to have 
signed up to the Agreement by September 2009. At least 50% of 

the Third-Sector Agencies to have voluntarily signed up the 
Agreement by December 2009. A measurable decrease in Child 

Poverty to be apparent by August 2010. 

Priority 2 

To ensure that the present actions being taken to eradicate 
child poverty are non-stigmatising and non-discriminatory(e.g.

affordable, quality childcare is available to those affected by 
income poverty thus allowing them to return to the workplace. 

To increase the number of registered, working childminders from 
the present 63 to a target figure of 85 with at least 30% of the new 
recruits being willing to provide childcare for people involved with 

shift work (e.g. in retailing) 
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Vulnerable Children 

Introduction 

The seven Core Aims in the Children and Young People’s Plan are universal in the sense that they refer to 

all the needs of all the children and young people in Ynys Môn but the Strategic Partnership felt it was 

necessary, in addition, to highlight the most vulnerable groups of children and to delineate in more detail
 
their specific needs. This section of the Plan, therefore takes an overview of four groupings of vulnerable 

children and attempts to emphasise the additional problems encountered by the members of these 

groupings and to draw attention to these specific needs. 


The four groupings are:
 

Children and Young People in Care;
 
Children and Young People who have Disabilities; 

Children and Young People  from Ethnic Minorities;
 
Children and Young People and their sexuality.
 

1 	 Children and Young People in Care 
(This grouping also includes those young people designated as Care Leavers) 

What Provision is already in place? What needs to be done? 
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2 

Ynys Môn has created a Children in Need Team 
within the Social Services Department and this 
has greatly reduced the number of children taken 
into Care. 

A designated Nurse works within the Children in 
Care Team and she ensures that all medicals are 
carried out, all immunisations occur at the correct 
ages, all records are transferred to GPs if a child 
in care moves locality. 

A designated Teacher works within the Children 
in Care Team and he ensures close co-operation 
with schools and helps to raise the attainment of 
Looked After Children. 

The County is part of the RAISE programme 
aimed at improving the external examination 
results of Looked After Children. 

All children and young people in Need or Looked 
After have access to an independent Advocacy 
Service. 

The Leaving Care Team work very closely with 
schools, FE Colleges, Training Providers, 
Employers and also Housing Associations, 
Homelessness organisations and SMAT so that 
support systems are in place for those young 
people who reach 16 years of age. 

The Corporate Parent Panel meets quarterly and 
consists of elected members, officers and also a 
representative of the young people in Care. 

There is a real need for the Authority, in its role as 
the Corporate Parent and also as the largest 
employer in the County to facilitate a system 
whereby young people leaving care are provided 
with training and work experience and possibly 
some form of Modern Apprenticeship by the 
Authority itself. 

The RAISE programme needs to continue. Looked 
After Children have much lower levels of 
educational attainment than the general 
population and although there has been an 
improvement of late, there is still a real difference 
which puts the Looked After Children under a 
disadvantage. 

The issue of emotional problems and mental 
illness amongst Looked After Children is a cause 
for concern and there needs to be more training 
for Tier 1 workers (teachers, social workers, 
support staff, health professionals) on the specific 
needs of this group of children and young people. 

The issue of Looked After Children’s involvement 
in Play, Sport, Leisure and Cultural activities must 
be kept in mind and efforts made to ensure that 
LAC are not disadvantaged in terms of access to 
such mainstream events. 

Children and Young People with Disabilities 
(This grouping also involves children and young people with additional educational needs) 

What Provision is already in place? What needs to be done? 
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Ysgol y Bont, the designated Special School 
caters for children and young people with 
profound difficulties and has pupils in all age 
ranges from 4-19 on its roll. The School also 
provides an outreach service whereby some 
primary age children remain in mainstream 
schools but are supported on a peripatetic basis 
by staff from the school. 

The County has an Inclusion Policy which 
encourages a significant number of young people 
(with necessary support) to become pupils in 
mainstream secondary schools. 

A Specialist Children’s Service has been 
established so that professionals from various 
Health disciplines, Social Services and Education 
can co-work to provide support for families and a 
variety of therapies for disabled youngsters. 

A Holiday/Saturday Play Scheme is in place 
which offers a range of experiences to disabled 
children and young people whilst providing 
parents and carers with some respite. 

A residential respite scheme exists which allows 
children with disabilities to spend short periods of 
time away from their families and this also is a 
form of respite. 
A well-supported Family Support Group is in 
place and has full representation on the 
Specialist Children’s Service Steering Group. 

A newly-opened equipment store is able to 
provide an enhanced service (highlighted as a 
cause for concern in the 2006-07 NSF-SAAT 
report). 

A Parent Partnership contract is in place to 
support parents who wish to gain advice on the 
educational provision assigned to disabled 
children and children with additional educational 
needs. 

The County Council is making every effort to 
comply with the requirements of the Disability 
Discrimination Act. 

The issue of designated Key workers for disabled 
children has yet to be resolved and this may 
limiting the County’s capacity to offer an 
integrated approach to disability. This has been 
identified as a priority by the NWW NHS Trust. 

The future location of Ysgol y Bont is under 
discussion and a decision needs to be made as 
soon as possible because of the inappropriate 
nature of the present group of buildings. 

The County is preparing an Inclusion Strategy 
and its content will affect the way disabilities and 
additional educational needs will be dealt with in 
the future. 

The whole question of Autism Spectrum Disorder 
needs to be discussed and a whole-County 
approach adopted, possibly on a Partnership 
basis. 

The future of the Coed Menai facility for young 
people with behavioural difficulties is under 
discussion and as this is financed on a regional 
basis, the input from Conwy and Gwynedd needs 
to be taken into consideration. 

The effect of changing the SEN Statementing 
process will have to be monitored carefully to 
ensure that individual children are not placed 
under a disadvantage. 

The 2006-07 NSF-SAAT noted that this County 
needs to look carefully at the Transition Phase 
when disabled youngsters reach the age of 16 
and are transferred to the care of Adult Learning 
and Adult disability services. There is a need to 
improve the level of forward planning in this area. 
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3 	 Children and Young People from Ethnic Minorities 
(This grouping also involves children and young people of different races, different languages, 
different religions and different cultures. Gypsies and Travellers would be part of this grouping)) 

What Provision is already in place? What needs to be done? 

A peripatetic EFL teacher is employed to meet 
the linguistic needs of children who are not fully 
conversant with Welsh and English. 

A number of surveys are being carried out to map 
the migration patters and to inform planning in 
Health, Education and Social Services. 

Both the Health Service and Social Services 
make use of Language Line as a means of 
translating between languages. 

The County follows the NSF Key Action and does 
not place children in a situation whereby they are 
expected to translate between their parents and 
service providers. 

If a number of migrant people are all from the 
same language group or culture, they are 
encouraged to form a support group and services 
can then use this group to make people aware of 
what is available for them. 

The Further Education sector is encouraged to 
set up classes so that migrant peoples can learn 
Welsh and English. 

All policies and strategies produced by the Local 
Authority are subjected to an Impact Assessment 
process on Equality to ensure that discrimination 
against  ethnic minorities does not take place. 
Training is provided for certain professionals on 
Equal Opportunities issues so that all citizens 
(which include children and young people) are 
given the same access to services. 

The true nature and extent of ethnic origins 
amongst children and young people has not been 
mapped fully and, in truth, is difficult to map 
because of the transient , non-permanent 
employment situation on Ynys Môn. Until a 
clearer picture can be drawn, planning for 
services will continue to prove difficult. 

The decision about concentrating EFL resources 
in certain designated schools has not been taken 
and this has important implications for planning 
educational, health, welfare and housing needs. 

The County does not possess a permanent site 
for Gypsies and Travellers but there are concerns 
about continued education and immunisation 
programmes for the children of such families. 

Because of the fluctuating linguistic challenges 
presented by migration,there is a concern about 
the ability of the County’s education system to 
meet its avowed aim of ensuring that all young 
people at 16 years of age are completely bilingual 
(Welsh and English). 
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4 	 Children and Young People and their sexuality 
(This grouping also involves Sexual Health; Sexual Health Information; STIs; Gay, Lesbian and 
Bisexual Young People; Mis-use of the internet; Sexually Inappropriate Behaviour) 

What Provision is already in place? What needs to be done? 

The Project Lydia scheme has proved to be both 
popular with young people and extremely useful 
in improving Sexual Health and providing correct 
and relevant information. 

The Local Health Board have started on a 
programme of screening  young men for 
Chlamydia with the intention of bringing about a 
decrease in the percentage of  reported cases (at 
present 10% of young people in Ynys Môn are 
infected). 

All schools have accepted an Equal 
Opportunities policy which means that 
intolerance towards another person’s sexuality 
would be dealt with at source. 

The YPP , the Healthy Schools Initiative and the 
Domestic Violence Forum have drawn attention 
to the problem of the internet being used for 
improper purposes and this has been addressed 
by the schools. 

The School Nurse service arranges regular ‘drop­
in sessions’ in secondary schools so that young 
people can access advice on sexual matters in 
an atmosphere of full confidentiality. 

The Specialist CAMHS Service (Tier 3) has been 
trained in identifying and dealing with all aspects 
of sexually inappropriate behaviour. 

A full programme of Sex education is included in 
the PSE lessons of both primary and secondary 
schools. Primary schools have access to 
specialist support from school nurses when 
dealing with the relationship aspect of sexual 
health education. 

There is still an element of homophobia within 
schools and terms such as ‘gay’ and ‘lesbian’ are 
far too often used by schoolchildren in a 
derogatory manner. This sort of attitude must be 
dealt with in a sensitive and constructive manner 
and should focus on individual diversity.. 

The Project Lydia should no longer be considered 
a project but should be made available to all 
young people in the County.This has already 
been initiated with school nurses supporting sex 
education lessons. 

The issue of Teenage Pregnancies, although not 
a huge problem in this County at the present time, 
cannot be ignored and steps should be taken to 
target young people considered to be at the 
greatest risk.The Partnership will draw up a 
Tennage Pregnancy Strategy which will refer to 
the range of easily accessible sexual health 
services. 

The Family Planning Service and the GUM clinics 
should be more closely related to the GPs 
surgeries and should be available at a time 
convenient for young people. The need for 
confidentiality must be paramount in any planning 
for such clinics.
